Jazmine work in progress

Jazmine started with an idea she composed on the guitar. This was discussed with me (the teacher), and workshopped in Music class until she was happy with the way it sounded.

07/05/18
After an introduction to the basics of recording Audio in Logic Pro X, Jazmine recorded her idea, using a “Drummer Track” as a metronome. This took several goes to get it in time, and she spent quite a while experimenting with different “drummers” and feels, and adjusting the drummer to best fit her guitar idea.

10/05/18
After recording the first idea, I discussed what could happen next. Jasmine had a couple of ideas, and she chose one, and recorded it into Logic Pro X.
By this time Jazmine was getting more familiar with the process of recording, and more comfortable trying takes, discarding if not what she wanted, and monitoring levels. She was still struggling with playing her idea in time, but accepted that this is a work in progress. She is using Logic Pro X as a kind of sketchbook to record her ideas at this stage..

16/05/18
Jazmine has added a 3rd idea, and decided she prefers the guitar without the drummer track backing - this also means that time fluctuations are not as obvious.
She has begun to experiment with arranging her ideas, using the Copy Region (Option > click > drag) function in the arrange window of Logic, and I have discussed with her what the Form of the piece may be. She likes the idea of a rondo structure. I have also discussed what other sounds might go with her guitar parts, and she has suggested strings. Her next step will be arranging her ideas so far into a structure that makes musical sense.
